The CBI - Bastos staff can assist international researchers 
with obtaining permits to conduct field research in Cameroon.  
Researchers should begin the process of applying for research 
permits approximately six weeks before they plan to travel to 
Cameroon.  This can be done directly through the Ministry of 
Scientific Research and Innovation (MINRESI) (by a contact in 
Cameroon) or through a partner in Cameroon at a university 
or research institution.  Doing this in advance will make it 
possible to begin your research project when you arrive in 
the country.  Contact us for more detailed information on 
obtaining research permits.
